D. Proposals must include: lump sum cost .

statement of assurance that the bidder will comply with
the project schedule.

E. Do notinclude Federal Excise Taxes nor State of Connecticut Sales Taxes. The Sherman
School and the Town of Sherman are exempt.

2. AWARD OF CONTRACT

A. The Owner reserves the right to award the contract to the bidder offering the best value in the
interest of the Owner, but not necessarily award the contract to the lowest dollar amount.

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CONTRACT CONDITIONS

INSURANCE

The successful bidder must provide the Town of Sherman with Certificates of Insurance
providing coverage with an insurance carrier licensed to write insurance in the State of
Connecticut.

The following insurance policies and coverage are required:

Workers' Compensation Statutory/$100,000

The Town of Sherman and the Sherman Public School system must be named as an
additional insureds on all policies except Worker's Compensation.

Liability coverage must include work with asbestos.

QUALIFICATIONS

The Contractor must be licensed in the State of Connecticut as an asbestos abatement
contractor.

All workers must be certified by the State of Connecticut. At least one worker on site must be
certified at the Supervisor level.

WORK SCHEDULE

The Contractor shall start work no earlier than Saturday, August 2, 2008. All work must be
completed no later than Friday, August 15, 2008. The work area must be ready for
reoccupancy air testing no later than 12:00 noon, Thursday, August 14, 2008. Access to the
school will be provided as needed. Access to the school will be provided as needed, Monday
— Saturday.

Visual inspection and TEM clearance air sampling will be performed by a licensed asbhestos
project monitor from Brooks Environmental Consulting.

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ABATEMENT SPECIFICATIONS

1. SCOPE OF WORK

A. Contractors are to supply price quotations for removal and disposal of approximately 1327
square feet black mastic and yellow adhesive and associated blue pliable linoleum with gray
backing from the lobby, hallway, and vestibule as shown on sketch 1. Quotations are to be
LUMP SUM AMOUNTS which include all costs for insurance, abatement work, fees and
permits, disposal. and documentation.

Removal of mastic and adhesive shall be by shot blast and surface grinder methods. Solvent
will not be allowed.

B. Contractors are expected to inspect the site to det  ermine the exact scope of work and
the prevailing conditions.

2. WORK PRACTICES

A. Meet or exceed the requirements of the Connecticut Department of Public Health contained
in RCSA 19a-332a-1 through 19a-332a-23 and those of OSHA contained in 29 CFR
1926.1101 which include:

1. Code conforming negative pressure containment system.
2. Contiguous worker decontamination unit.
3. Approved waste disposal site.

B. Perform work in the following order:

Construction of containment system by Contractor.
Inspection by Owner’s Consultant.

Abatement work by Contractor.

Work area clean-up by Contractor.

Visual inspection by Owner’s Consultant.

Air sampling by Owner’s Consultant.

Final clean-up by Contractor.
